Children learn best when they have some control over their learning, when activities are
meaningful and relevant, and when they can make choices in the materials they will work with

and how they will use them.

Children thrive when they have opportunities every day to make choices in their learn-
ing. We facilitate childrends choices within a c
ronment to allow each child to choose activities that are developmentally appropriate for his or
her age. The children choose the peers with whom they will work and play and usually deter-

mine how they will use the available materials.

These choices empower children to take control of their own learning . Children use ma-
terial and equipment in far more creative and innovative ways than we could ever plan, and

they use the materials in ways that meet their own developmental needs.

Research indicates that intrinsic motivation  -when we work on a task primarily because
we find it satisfying -is the most effective and engaging way to learn. We provide materials and
activities that provide choice and interest for
